Get a grant toward your first home

gible for Gwinnett’s Homestretch Down Payment 
Assistance Program! New or existing Gwinnett res-
idents aspiring to own a home can receive down 
payment assistance of up to $10,000 as a five-year 
deferred payment loan with zero percent interest. 

To qualify, the home must be located within Gwin-
nett County and should not exceed $323,000 for an 
existing home or $346,000 for new construction.

BOC approves budget for 2024
The Gwinnett County Board of Commissioners ap-
proved a $2.53 billion budget on Tuesday, January 2 
for the 2024 fiscal year. The adopted spending plan 
consists of a $1.97 billion operating budget and a 
$561 million capital improvements budget, which in-
cludes funds from the Special Purpose Local Option 
Sales Tax program. 
 
Prioritizing community well-being, the budget in-
cludes funding to improve access to affordable 
housing, introduce an initiative investing in mental 
and chronic healthcare, and expands Gwinnett Fire’s 
staff and vehicle fleet. As Gwinnett continues to 
grow, the County's services and infrastructure must 
keep up. The budget also includes improvements 
for public works, updates to the Solid Waste Man-
agement Plan, and enhancements to the Gwinnett 
Trails network to meet current and future needs.

Register to vote in the 2024 elections
With election season underway, it’s crucial to reg-
ister to vote now. Georgia residents wishing to 
register must be U.S. citizens, legal residents of 
their voting county, and at least 18 years of age 
by Election Day. The deadline to register to vote 
in the March 12 Presidential Preference Primary  
is Monday, February 12. Check your registration 
status, download a voter registration application, 
view sample ballots, and locate your polling loca-
tion at MVP.SOS.GA.gov.

Apply for a homestead exemption by April 1
The best way to reduce your property tax bill is to 
apply for a homestead exemption. Owners who oc-
cupied their home as their primary residence as of 
January 1 may qualify for an exemption this year. If 
you already have an exemption in place, you do not 
need to reapply.

SPLOST

Braselton Highway to begin construction
Construction is underway to widen State Route 124/
Braselton Highway, expanding the road to four lanes 
with turn lanes, sidewalks, curb and gutter, and drain-
age improvements from Pine Road to Spout Springs 
Road. These improvements will enhance local trans-
portation infrastructure, promote safety, and address 
traffic congestion. 

Wilson Construction Management, LLC was awarded 
the construction contract. The $10.6 million project is 
funded largely by various SPLOST programs, with $3 
million coming from a Georgia Department of Transpor-
tation Local Maintenance and Improvement Grant. To 
learn more about SPLOST, visit GwinnettSPLOST.com.
